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Summary
2012 was an exciting year of blessing by God for NLCC. We continued to expand into the Prunedale community through some of our ongoing ministries and have begun new ministries and partnerships that have involved us in the lives of new families.  
Our Ministries

Teaching Ministry:
We had a fresh start to the New Year with a study from Jonah called “Agents of Mercy.” We then studied “No Greater Love” from John 11-21 that took us through Easter. When Hank returned from his cross country drive we had some “Lessons from the Highway” spiritual principles for daily living. Next we learned that we are brokers for God as we studied the biblical basis for “Successful Money Management.” We found that we are “Here for a Reason” through a study of the book of Esther and discovered that there are no coincidences in life. The year finished with a line by line study of the book of Colossians called “Christ the Center.” We were blessed through the preaching of Russ McGlenn on April 29th and again on Father’s Day, June 17th. We had a special treat as the message on September 30th was from our own Missionary to India, Lunkholol Kipgen. 
Bible Study:
Wednesday night is the night for further study and application of each Sunday’s message. It all starts with a pot-luck dinner. We have a full table most Wednesdays. It is a great way to meet with folks and get to know them in a more informal and friendly environment. Add to that a free meal and who could ask for anything more? 
Music Ministry:
We are so blessed with talented musicians that it’s hard to know where to begin. Jim Miller leads the music team. He and Becky were out of town for the birth of their first grand daughter, Linnea Rae Fischer in April. Our friend Jonathan Casas led the music for the Easter service in their absence. Jim and Becky traveled extensively during the summer months. Sten Strandberg and Gary Soucy took over the music ministry leadership for the summer. Besides Sten’s bass guitar and vocals and Gary’s mandolin, guitar playing, and vocals, they had the full cooperation of the band and kept the music flowing all summer long. We’ve had Sandy Knight, Tom Trammel, and Cody McBride keeping the beat on percussion. Mary Miller made a surprise appearance for the Christmas Eve service. Robert McGregor has provided texture to the overall sound with his elegant saxophone. Edna Cheek, Jan Giovanazzi and Becky Miller have added incredible depth and harmony with their vocals. Our music simply would not be the same without them. Janet Barton joins the group periodically with her flute and her beaming smile. Heather Leeder played the flute and led the children in singing some special songs for our Christmas Eve service. We hope to have more special music with the children during the New Year. The music team meets during the week to practice and to pray for our church and community. The Lord blesses us richly through this thriving ministry. The entire band feels very blessed to be called to serve the Lord through their music. It is indeed a labor of love.

Children’s Ministry:
We have a wonderful Children’s ministry. This ministry is key to the future of our church and we thank God for the dedicated and capable leadership of Heather Leeder. She is assisted by Children’s Church teachers and helpers including: Elisa Aquino, Ann Holmes, Miriam Taylor, and Becky and Jim Miller. We had our own unique version of Vacation Bible School this past summer with the first Creation Dino Camp led by Heather’s parents, Russ and Trisha McGlenn. The camp took place June 18-21 for 3rd thru 7th grade students. 20 children attended and 7 of those children received Christ. Many folks from the church assisted in the week as group leaders, with snacks, music and arrangements. The week culminated with a Parent and awards program on the evening of June 21.
Youth Ministry:
We are committed to developing a youth ministry.  At this time it seems that the Lord would have us “grow our own” youth ministry as some of the kids get older forming a core group for an effective youth program.
Women’s Ministry:
Billye Heath led the Thursday morning Bible study “A Life Changing Experience with God’s Word from the Psalms” into the summer. Due to health issues Billye is now living with her daughter in San Francisco. Billye has been an important teacher and encourager for our church and is one of our founding members. We sincerely miss seeing her each week. We remember her regularly in our prayers. 
Men’s Ministry:
The Saturday morning Men’s breakfast is led by Scott McCurrach who has taken over for Rich Bradshaw. Rich is taking time off due to health issues. Scott is assisted by Ted Heckel and Cody McBride. Besides cooking up good food and plenty of it, this ministry also provides an opportunity for men to discuss God’s word through the use of the “Our Daily Bread” devotional. This Saturday connection is a catalyst for getting men together to help one another in a variety of useful ways, while becoming involved in one another’s lives in the process.
Bridge to New Life:
This ministry was led by Scott McCurrach and Edna Cheek. After finishing the study of “Boundaries” the class shifted to Tuesday nights and are studying and discussing “The Battleground of the Mind.” Twelve or more people meet each week and this has proven to be a powerful time of sharing, learning and developing deep relationships for everyone involved. 

Knit Together:
Becky Miller leads this unique ministry by opening her home, each week, to those women interested in various crafts. It is a great time of sharing and learning together and an opportunity for women to come together in an informal setting. We thank God for continued opportunities for women to share and to grow together spiritually.
Missions:
We continue to minister to the people in the mountains near Manipur, India through the monthly support for our missionary Lunkholol Kipgen. Kipgen is responsible for 12 rural churches. Kipgen was able to visit the United States this year for the first time since our church was founded. Being able to see him, and to hear about the Kingdom work being carried on in his native India, was a great joy for us all.
We again participated in “Operation Christmas Child” in support of Samaritan’s Purse. Gift boxes were collected, due to your generosity, and sent to disadvantaged children around the world. The cost to us is small compared to the blessing for each child that receives one of our gift boxes. This is one way to impact young lives with the love of Christ in needy parts of the world.
Outreach:
A pre Easter “friend raiser” car wash was held on April 7th. We washed many cars for new friends in Prunedale and invited all of them to our Easter service. We saw 5 decisions for Christ at the Easter service. 

The two Saturdays before Christmas we conducted our free gift wrapping events for the community. One was held on December 15th in front of Ace Hardware. The following Saturday we joined with the Verizon store across the highway for a Holiday Celebration. They provided a barbeque and the North Monterey Chamber of Commerce passed out gifts to the children as we wrapped gifts for everyone. We met a lot of members of the Prunedale community and made some new friends. We wrapped their gifts for free and invited them to our Christmas Eve Candlelight Service.
Last year Jonathan Casas overhauled and updated our web site: www.newlifecommunity.net. The web master duties have now been turned over to Nick Madronio. He provides downloads of each Sunday’s message audio, notes and even PowerPoint presentations which are available on the Media page. We have a calendar so folks can track all the activity at NLCC and get information on events “on demand.” This is another outreach tool for the church that continues to attract new people to us.
A new recovery group started to meet at the church on Thursday nights this fall.  These groups that use our facility bring people in and familiarize them with NLCC. Many folks have made their way into the Sunday Worship Services as a result of attending these meetings.

In August we were approached by Parents4Education, part of the charter school that meets across the driveway, to join in a partnership with them by allowing them to hold classes in our Activity Center.  Our elders agreed after consulting our landlord and we now have an outreach to the kids (and their parents) that use our facility each week for classes and their families.

Special Events: 

Our Annual Meeting was held on February 5. We discussed our church business with an emphasis on the future. We announced that our lease was ending in July and that we planned to relocate to a new facility by August 1.
Gary Soucy became a grandfather as his daughter, Danielle, gave birth to a baby girl, Haley Leann Holladay, born February 7. A baby shower was held for Danielle on March 18th at the church. 
Our 9th annual church picnic was held at Royal Oaks Park on July 15. Great food, games, and a good time were had by all. 

A beach party was held at Salinas River State Beach on October 21. We had a great turn out. Folks enjoyed North Carolina BBQ, swimming, volleyball and of course great conversation. It was a fun event hosted by Jeff and Jackie Kilpatrick. 

Our “White Elephant” gift exchange and Christmas party happened on December 16. We had good participation and lots of fun. Yes, Billy the Bass showed up again. We enjoyed a wonderful pot luck organized by Barbara Sanchez. As usual, we had plenty of good food and fun for everyone and some most unusual gifts. 
Our Christmas Eve Candlelight Service was held on December 24th as we reached out with an evangelistic message to our community.
Property: 

Our lease on the current Worship Center was set to expire on July 31. We had a number of potential new sites in mind for the church. As elders, we explored each possibility prayerfully, always making sure that God was in charge of the search. We looked at vacant buildings in the area, explored new buildings to lease, and even held a number of meetings with another church in the area to possibly share their property. After many months of searching and prayer, we came to the realization that God wanted us right here for the present. We were able to negotiate a new lease agreement that gave us more flexibility than the old agreement, with security for the immediate future. We praise God for His wisdom and guidance.  We will continue to search for a “permanent home.”
The Numbers
Attendance:
Our Sunday Worship attendance for 2012 increased from 2011 averaging 39 in attendance each Sunday in December. New families have come into the church and we have a solid core of committed people to build upon. On Easter Sunday we had 47 people join us for worship and five people indicated decisions to receive Christ.  We had 55 people at the Christmas Eve Candlelight Service including eight people recording decisions to receive Christ!
Membership:
Two new members were added to NLCC in 2012; Scott McCurrach and Dianna Madronio.  
Decisions for Christ:
There were 20 recorded decisions to accept Christ as Savior during 2012!   
Transitions:
We celebrated the life of our dear friend Jane Swaithes who passed away on April 13. The celebration of her life took place on May 26th at the Calvary Community Church in Prunedale followed by a reception for the family and friends at NLCC afterwards. 
A memorial service for Mary Stice took place at NLCC on June 11. Mary had been living the last year or so in Washington State, near her son. It was good to see so many people turn out to celebrate the life of this dear saint and friend.

Finances: 
New Life Community Church is committed to operating by faith in God’s provision for our finances. We will never badger anyone to give nor will we ever have any kind of pledge program asking people to commit to give certain amounts regarding their regular giving. There is no outside entity financially supporting the church; it is sustained by the free will giving of our members and friends. After a 38% decrease from the prior year our income in 2011 was $80,630. In 2012 our income rose 9.25% to $87,122 (Profit & Loss Statement and Balance Sheet for 2012 follows). 
Our monthly budget started out at in 2012 at $10,751. In June Hank had the opportunity to go “full time” with OSH for 32 hours/week, which included group health insurance coverage.  The switch from an individual plan to the group plan dropped the cost of insurance premiums each month from $1,888 to $556. This left our new monthly budget at $9,853.  We prioritize our annual spending with the rental of the facility of $25,733 first, followed by property insurance and missions spending of $2,226 annually, Pastor Hank & Barbara’s health insurance premiums of $13,855 is next; then other church expenses and the remaining constitutes Hank’s salary, which this year was $41,479.   

We praise God for the generous, faithful, consistent giving of the people and friends of NLCC.  We trust God to supply for all our needs through His people “according to His riches in glory.” 
The Future 
Facility: 
We will continue to explore the possibilities for a new and more permanent location for NLCC. We ultimately see ourselves with a piece of land to build a worship facility that would hold 350-400 people in one service. Please continue to pray that the right opportunity will open up to facilitate our growth as a church.
Youth Ministry: 
It is still our vision to develop a vibrant youth ministry in 2013. We need the right person/couple to step up and be called to lead this ministry. Please pray that this will be the year when this vital ministry need is fulfilled.
Leadership Development:
We need to expand our elder board as potential elders are identified from our congregation and/or join the church. We have set up a “Leadership Development Process” for selected men to meet with the elders on a regular basis to hopefully develop into leadership roles. Please pray that the Lord would bring other qualified men to this special calling and commitment.
Conclusion
2012 was a year of stabilization for our church. We maintained our attendance numbers where they had been falling in the past. Our finances have improved where they had also fallen the previous year. Our new lease agreement has given us stability in our property while still allowing us the flexibility to seek our vision of a more permanent church location in the future. We look expectantly to the New Year and beyond, knowing that our God will continue to meet all of our needs according to His purpose. We have a loving and committed core of believers. We are committed to being all that God wants us to be as a church. Thanks for joining with us in this incredible journey with God.
